Stephen B began performing comedy in 1982 In the San Francisco Bay area and 
since then has entertained audiences in nearly every state in the US. He moved 
up from opening act to feature in five years and it wasn’t long before he was 
headlining comedy clubs nation wide. In 1993 Stephen placed third in the San 
Francisco International Stand-Up Comedy Competition: a platform that has 
launched the careers of dozens of well known comedy legends. It seemed as 
though the stage was set and ready for Stephen to move to the next level of 
success but something more important needed to be focused on than his comedy 
career. 



 
In 1991 Stephen and his wife Jane had their first child and in 1992 added to their 
family with twins. With three in diapers the decision to put the career on hold 
was an easy one as focusing on their new family took precedence over travelling 
the road for several months out of the year. It was the experience of growing as a 
father and a husband that shaped the direction of Stephen’s material and 
changed his focus in life from being all about him and his career to God, family 
first and career last. 
 
No longer focused on comedy clubs Stephen B performs for churches, schools 
and charitable organizations along with corporate clients from around the 
country. Stephen also appears frequently on KSFO AM in San Francisco for a 
segment on his take on the country’s political climate adding as usual his unique 
comedic perspective.   
 
Stephen’s material revolves around life experiences that we can all relate to and 
seasoned with clever witty and hilarious gems of writing that have become his 
signature routines over the years. His opinionated observations on life and 
society juxtaposed with his own flaws and shortcomings make for a hilarious 
combination of rants, raves and stories that poke fun at humanity’s core with an 
inside out view.
